Ranking 1ember of the Senate Cnvironment and Public Works
Committee. It <uotes various experts regarding the claims by the UG

voices even heard.
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UIt is time for a reality check,U Warming is not a big deal and is not a bad thing, The
oceans and coastal zones have been far warmer and colder than is proSected in the
present scenarios of climate change.U

UI would much rather have the present warm climate, and even further warming,
than the next ice age that will bring temperatures much colder than even today. The
GOAA PaleoClimate Program shows us that when the dinosaurs roamed the earth,
the earth was much warmer, the COK levels were K to X times higher, and coral reefs
were much more expansive. The earth was so productive then that we are still using
the oil, coal, and gas it generated.”

“Yor most life in the oceans, warming means faster growth, reduced energy
re<uirements to stay warm, lower winter mortalities, and wider ranges of
distribution,U he explained. UGo one knows whether the Carth is going to keep
warming, or since reaching a peak in Z[[\, we are at the start of a cooling cycle that

As a scientist, from timeatoatime I must also be a
skeptic. It^s in the nature of the Sob. The fundamental data set on which the
international community has based its models has been challenged and the keepers
of the data have had to downward adSust their numbers, the first of several
downward adSustments, apparently.”

UAs a policy matter, one has to be less willing to take extreme actions when data are
highly uncertain. So, for this reason alone, I^m also skeptical about governmental
responses.”
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UTuman development, associated with the continual advance of Civilization on the
Carth, has always influenced the local weatherk and the degree of influence on local
weather is probably proportional to the magnitude of the changes in the Carth^s
topography that have resulted from continual human advances.”

UThere is no evidence that any of these changes in local weather have ever resulted
in a change to the global climate.”
